Recently, I read a book on worship in which the author encourages his readers to remember that for 2000 years, God’s people have gathered on the first day of the week to praise His name.   Every Sunday, across the globe, God invites His people to worship and they gather to praise His name.  And if we could witness global worship from heaven, it would look like a wave in a sports stadium.  Over 12 hours ago, our brothers and sisters in Christ began their Lord’s Day in worship, and now the wave has come to us, and it continue beyond us.  

So, like a wave, let’s get on our feet and lift up our hands to the Lord!  Let us clap our hands unto the Lord.   Let the church say, “Praise the Lord!”  Let the church say, “Hallelujah,” for every day is a good day to praise the Lord.
